PRAYERS OF INTERCESSION

You entrusted the keys of your kingdom to 
your Church: open the gates of life to the dead 
who put their trust in you. 
Lord, be with your people. 
 

Lord, your Good News embraces Jews and 
Gentiles and you long to gather into one 
communion all your children now scattered 
over the face of the earth. As we praise your 
grace in your apostles Peter and Paul, confirm 
us in the heritage they have handed on to us. 
Make your Church stand firm on the rock of 
faith, even as the love of Christ compels us 
forward in the freedom of the Spirit. May the 
rich diversity of the gifts and insights that 
adorn your Church in every age strengthen 



the effectiveness of our witness and gather us 
together in the unity of faith and love.

Blessed be her glorious Assumption. 
Blessed be the name of Mary, 
    Virgin and Mother. 
Blessed be Saint Joseph, 
    her spouse most chaste. 
Blessed be God in his angels and 
    in his saints.
