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VICAR’S LETTER

“A Fortress of the Faith?”

At a party recently someone recalled that 
this term, “A ˇortress of ˇaith” had often 
been used to describe All Saints, Margaret 
Street. It was not a term he liked.

Military metaphors for the Christian life 
are rather out of fashion these days, but I 
can see that it was intended to convey 
the sense of a stronghold of the faith; a 
place of firm commitment and discipline. 
ˇortresses are outwardly impressive 
places. As a child I used to be able to look 
out across the fields from my bedroom 
window to the great mediæval castle 
of Raby; the stronghold of the Neville 
family. Most of the great fortresses of 
that era are now either ruins or museums; 
made obsolete by military technology. 
It seems to be the fate of fortresses, 
however impressive, to succumb to this 
eventually.

ˇortifications tend to foster in people 
a defensive mentality, like that of the 
ˇrench in 1939 with their trust in the 
Maginot Line to ward off the Germans. 
If they live in fortified enclaves in the 
midst of a hostile environment, then 
they become increasingly isolated. Those 

within the fortifications become virtual 
prisoners, too afraid to venture out beyond 
the walls, to encounter the population and 
win hearts and minds. They are vulnerable 
to those who move more quickly and with 
less baggage — as the lessons of guerrilla 
warfare amply demonstrate.

All Saints is not a fortress in the sense 
that some churches are — locked up for 
its own security. Our doors are open and 
we accept that there is some risk involved 
in this. A risk not only to the building, 
but to the life of the congregation, in that 
we are vulnerable to people who might 
abuse our generosity. The benefits, we 
find, far out-weigh the risks. We try not 
to be a fortress in the mental sense either; 
making space in our midst only for those 
of like mind.

Churches can develop a fortress 
mentality; fearful and unadventurous. 
Then they are all too prone to be 
outflanked by the more flexible and 
mobile. Like great forts of the past, 
they can find themselves isolated. They 
succumb to starvation and disease. In the 
end, they are abandoned to decay. We can 
see signs of this in some churches — a 
spiritual starvation in spite of seeming 
to be equipped with the full armoury of 
correct externals; a general malaise which 
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manifests itself in fevered opposition to 
the different or new.

In Eastertide, we read in the Acts 
of the Apostles Luke’s description of 
the mission of the early Church. We 
see a dynamic sense of mission as the 
fire of the Holy Spirit broke out into 
the Roman world through the agency 
of apostles and evangelists: Peter with 
the Roman centurion Cornelius, Philip 
and the Ethiopian eunuch, Paul and 
Barnabas with the Gentiles in Antioch 
and then beyond. There were tensions of 
course, even in Luke’s perhaps idealised 
account, with Jewish Christians in 
Jerusalem wondering whether the faith 
was being watered down by these over-
eager missionaries. In the end, the cause 
of mission won, the Spirit could not be 
denied, and the Church was not allowed 
to remain a small and defensive Jesus 
memorial society; doomed to fade away 
when the last apostle died.

The Restoration Appeal
It is in that spirit of mission, not the 
fortress mentality, that we are undertaking 
the massive task of restoring our church 
building. It is not for ourselves primarily 
but for others.

Those of you who receive the Parish 
Paper by post will find with it our Appeal 
Brochure. This has already been sent out 
to everyone on the Electoral Roll and to 
the ˇriends of All Saints and responses 
are coming in steadily.

The brochure has been produced and 
funded by a company called Wardour 

Communications which is based just 
around the comer from us in Ellesley 
Court on Great Titchfield Street. Some 
people from there are regular worshippers 
during the week. They have done this 
as a sign of the value they place on All 
Saints and its presence as an active and 
welcoming church in this neighbourhood. 
I am sure that you will agree that they 
have done a magnificent job for us. The 
brochure explains and illustrates the work 
which needs to be done, why, and what it 
will cost.

One of the photographs in the brochure 
shows Aaron’s foot from one of the great 
panels on the north wall. It illustrates 
graphically the effect of cleaning. At a 
meeting of the Appeal Committee, it was 
suggested that we have the whole panel 
cleaned, so that people will be able to see 
even more clearly what the impact will 
be. We asked our architect Colin Kerr to 
investigate this. Rather to our surprise, it 
turned out to be remarkably inexpensive at 
just over £1000. So, with the permission 
of the archdeacon, the PCC has asked 
that the work go ahead. It should result in 
some good before-and-after photographs 
for further publicity material.

THE CENTENARY OF THE 
ENGLISH HYMNAL

Here at All Saints, excellence in Church 
music has been part of our mission from 
the beginning, not just in the choral music 
to which so much energy and resource 
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had been devoted, but in congregational 
singing too. ˇigures associated with the 
early years of the church, like John Mason 
Neale of the Ecclesiological Society and 
Richard Redhead, its first organist, had 
considerable rôles in the renaissance of 
Church music, plainsong and hymnody in 
the 19th century. Among other things, this 
resulted in the production first of “Hymns 
Ancient and Modern” and later of “The 
English Hymnal”.

This year marks the centenary of the 
publication of the English Hymnal, 
a book which brought about a major 
improvement in worship in the Church of 
England, and beyond it. A history, entitled 
“Strengthen for Service” after one of its 
best-loved Eucharistic hymns, has been 
edited by Alan Luff and published by the 
Canterbury Press.

At the beginning of the 20th century 
a new edition of Ancient & Modern was 
produced. It was not well received, being 
thought to contain too many bad Victorian 
hymns and tunes. This served as a catalyst 
for the production of the English Hymnal. 
The driving force in this came from Percy 
Dearmer, the Vicar of St Mary’s, Primrose 
Hill. He recruited a group of like-minded 
figures and, most importantly, secured 
the services of Ralph Vaughan Williams 
as musical editor. Both Dearmer and 
Vaughan Williams wished to free worship 
from the emotionalism and sentimentality 
of much Victorian hymnody. ˇor them, 
the quality of music was not just a matter 
of taste but a moral issue.

Although the book is called “English”, 
and contains a good many of the English 
folk tunes which were Vaughan Williams’ 

special interest, it had a much wider 
embrace. It includes material from ancient 
and mediæval liturgies, ˇrench office 
hymn tunes, Lutheran chorales, Welsh 
hymns and tunes as well as American 
ones.

The intention was to produce a 
hymnbook which would be a companion 
to the Prayer Book. So the material 
is arranged according to the seasons 
of the Church’s year and hymns are 
supplemented by chants and other 
material for seasonal liturgies. In this 
sense the English Hymnal paved the way 
for the restoration of these liturgies which 
can now be found in Common Worship.

The successful accomplishment of these 
concerns for quality in words and music, 
and to be a fit companion for the liturgy, 
were bound to commend the book to a 
church like All Saints which used both the 
original volume, its 1933 revision and the 
New English Hymnal of 1986.

The debate about the place of sentiment 
and emotion in Church music continues 
to be a lively one. The rise of worship 
songs and choruses to popularity in the 
Church has ensured that. Even Vaughan 
Williams could not entirely exclude tunes 
he disapproved of and had to make room 
for them in an appendix, which he called 
“The Chamber of Horrors”, knowing that 
they would be used in many churches 
because of their familiarity.

In his foreword to “Strengthen for 
Service”, the Archbishop of Canterbury 
speaks of the English Hymnal’s “sheer 
musical energy, the international  
…horizon, and the bold sense of that 
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the Christian year was a colourful, 
wholly engaging backcloth to the life of 
discipleship, appropriately celebrated 
with the best that could be found.”

“If I wanted to identify a large part 
of what the EH gave me as a young 
singer and a young Anglican, it was a 
conviction that excellence in worship 
was not an elitist or dilettante thing, but 
a matter of taking seriously what God’s 
people deserved. Dearmer ...believed 
that every church deserved excellence 
because God’s people were worth it”.

As part of the Centenary celebrations, 
Canon Donald Gray, who has written a 
biography of Percy Dearmer, will give a 
lecture on:

“Percy Dearmer and the Birth 
of the English Hymnal”
at St Mary’s, Primrose Hill, 

on Saturday 27th May 
at 2.15 p.m.

This will be followed by 
Choral Evensong at 4.00 p.m.

HOLY WEEK AND EASTER 

Palm Sunday dawned cold but bright. We 
were able to assemble in Market Place for 
the Palm Liturgy. The palms were blessed, 
then distributed by the children. After the 
Palm Gospel, we set off in procession 
to church with servers and sidesmen 
directing the traffic, there being no sign of 
the police we were expecting. 

When we got to church, the organ was 
in full voice for the hymn. Earlier in the 

morning it had been completely lifeless. 
This turned out to be the result of an 
electrical fault in the blower mechanism 
deep in the crypt. A series of mobile 
phone calls by Andy Arthur to the organ 
tuner, and a great deal of running up and 
down stairs, got things working again.

There were good congregations for the 
evening Masses, Monday to Wednesday, 
at which addresses were given by ˇrs 
Bunker, Aquilina and Rick. Tenebrae 
was sung on Wednesday evening and 
we had fine new booklets with the text. 
We are grateful for this improvement to 
ˇr Aquilina for his desk-top publishing 
skills.

On Maundy Thursday afternoon, 
Claudia Aquilina, Jean Castledine and 
ˇr Rick worked to produce a magnificent 
Altar of Repose. At its centre was a new 
tabernacle large enough to hold both the 
ciborium with consecrated bread and a 
flagon with consecrated wine. We are 
grateful to a parishioner for this kind gift. 
As well as being useful for the Watch of 
the Passion, it will also be helpful when 
we have to use the Parish Room as a 
chapel during the restoration work. It was 
good to see so many taking part in the 
Watch. We are one of the few churches 
which maintains it through the night.

On Good Friday, we used a different 
crucifix for the Veneration, having 
discovered that the usual one had been 
damaged. The much more substantial 
one hangs in the Vestry. Both during the 
service and afterwards when it stood on 
the high altar, people seemed to agree 
that it was an improvement being much 
more visible. The Vicar preached and 
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then slipped out during Holy Communion. 
This was not to get an early Hot Cross 
Bun, but to jump into a taxi and get to the 
Annunciation, in time for the start of the 
Solemn Liturgy there at 3.00 p.m. He did 
get a bun and a cup of tea after the service 
there.

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SAINT ALBANS FESTIVAL PILGRIMAGE 2006 
Saturday June 24th

Information for Pilgrims
St Albans has been a place of pilgrimage 
for over 1700 years. In the third century 
AD a Roman citizen named Alban was 
put to death because of his faith in Christ, 
on a hill above the town of Verulamium 
(present-day St Albans). He is remembered 
as Britain’s first martyr.

This year the Archbishop of Canterbury 
is coming to lead the Pilgrimage, and it is 
expected to be the biggest ever.

Last year, Mahogany, the firm who 
make the puppets for the Notting Hill 
Carnival, helped the young people of the 

Abbey to create an exciting and colourful 
re-enactment of the martyrdom with a 
15ft high Alban, Roman soldiers, angels, 
roses and scores of other children in multi-
coloured costumes.

The procession starts at 10.30 with 
Alban’s trial at the Verulamium Museum, 
the site of the old Roman forum. Then 
it passes in stages through the park and 
over the River Ver and ends with Alban’s 
execution at the West End of the Cathedral, 
as people enter for the Solemn Eucharist at 
11.20. It is not only a stunning spectacle, it 
is a profoundly moving experience.

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Why Celebrate Saint Alban?
Alban’s story takes us right back to 
the beginning of the Christian faith in 
Britain, but remains fresh and relevant for 
Christians today:

l ˇirst, because it reminds us of the 
unbroken continuity of faith in Christ 
in this land for over 1700 years.

l  Second, because it sets before us 
a powerful example of courage, 
compassion, hospitality and 
generosity as Alban risks his life to 
welcome a persecuted stranger.

l Third, because Alban’s martyrdom 
reminds us that witnessing as a 
Christian always has a cost.

l ˇourth, because we believe that Alban 
is still alive and present to us in the 
Communion of Saints, and we come 
to worship God with him and ask for 
his prayers.

Alban died un-baptised, never having 
attended a church service, without owning 
or reading a Bible, without ever having 
served on a committee or taking part in 
a training scheme, yet he gave his life 
for faith in Jesus Christ, a faith which 

transcends all Christian divisions and 
disagreements.

Alban Prayer
Among the roses of the martyrs 
Brightly shines Saint Alban.

Almighty God,
we thank you for this place built to your

 glory
and in memory of Alban, our first martyr:
ˇollowing his example in the fellowship 

of the saints, 
may we worship and adore the true and

 living God, 
and be faithful witnesses to Christ, 
who is alive and reigns, now and for ever. 
Amen.

Roses
It is traditional for Pilgrims to wear a 
red rose, symbolizing the Martyr’s blood 
and the rose which, according to legend, 
sprang up as Alban passed on the way to 
his execution. The rose is left at St Alban’s 
tomb at the end of the pilgrimage as a 
sign of devotion, and as a request for his 
continued prayer as you journey home. 
Roses will be available at the Abbey for 
purchase by donation.

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ANNUAL REPORT OF THE PAROCHIAL CHURCH 
COUNCIL FOR THE YEAR 2005 - 2006 — Part 2

Deanery matters
A good deal of Diocesan energy in the 
past year has been focused on the Mission 
and Ministry Review. This involved an 
audit of all the parishes in the diocese. 
The categorisation was in part decided by 
whether parishes were able to meet their 
costs, were failing to do so but had the 
potential to, and those which for social and 
economic reasons could not be expected to, 
and would need diocesan help. Most of the 
parishes in our deanery come into the first 
category. One, St Paul’s, Rossmore Road, 
has the highest indices of poverty in the 
whole diocese, and comes into the third. 
Two parishes which would have come into 
the second do not because they no longer 
have stipendiary clergy and their costs are 
consequently lower. One of them is the 
Annunciation, which in its new relationship 
with All Saints is beginning to show signs 
of growth. It will be the responsibility of 
the deanery, both to identify places which 
need help, and to help to provide, as All 
Saints is doing for our neighbours at the 
Annunciation.

Visiting clergy
The set pattern of daily services which 
is the basis of the life and worship of All 
Saints continued during the year. As with 
the preaching, most of these services are 
taken by the Vicar, ̌ r Aquilina, Prebendary 
Gaskell, and until his departure to Oxford, 
ˇr Shin.

However, there is a group of clergy 
who help, some on a regular basis, others 
occasionally, and the Council would like to 
take this opportunity to express our thanks 
to them — Bishop Ambrose Weekes, ˇr 

John Rick III, Prebendary Donald Barnes, 
Canon Geoffrey White, ˇr David Allen, 
ˇr John Barrie, ˇr Perry Butler, ˇr Colin 
Dickson, ˇr Chad Gandiya, ˇr David 
Cherry, ˇr Bill Scott, ˇr Bill Wilson and ˇr 
Matthew Harrison.

News of former All Saints Clergy
Canon David Hutt was awarded the degree 
of Master of Arts by the Archbishop of 
Canterbury in recognition of his extensive 
ministry to clergy and laity over many 
years. The Council was delighted to write 
congratulating him on this well-deserved 
award, and at the same time wishing him 
well for his retirement.

To the surprise of many, Dr David 
Hope resigned as Archbishop of York and 
became Priest in Charge of St Margaret’s, 
Ilkley. Our best wishes were conveyed, and 
also our congratulations on being made a 
Peer — Lord Hope of Thornes.

ˇr John Cullen, who was Director of the 
Institute of Christian Studies here, has been 
instituted as Vicar of St John’s, Palmer’s 
Green.

Congratulations also go to Prebendary 
David Paton, a former member of All Saints 
on his appointment as Master of the Royal 
ˇoundation of St Katherine, the conference 
and retreat centre in the East End.

Major services and events
It is always difficult to choose which 
services/events to include in this section, 
as everyone has their own list of those 
events during the year which have made 
a particular impression, but there are some 
which one cannot exclude.

The processions on Palm Sunday 
and Corpus Christi were again through 
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the Parish, this year members of the 
Annunciation Marble Arch joining us for 
Corpus Christi.

Once again ˇr Aquilina led a pilgrimage 
to the Shrine of Our Lady of Walsingham, 
over the weekend of April 29th - May 
1st. The pilgrims were joined by a group 
led by ˇr Charles Cannon, one of our 
American ˇriends. Members of All Saints 
again joined members of St Matthew’s, 
Westminster, to attend the National 
Pilgrimage to Walsingham, when many 
old friends were seen.

The Cell of Our Lady of Walsingham 
and All Saints continues to grow and holds 
regular monthly meetings.

June 22nd was a very special day in the 
life of All Saints, for it marked the 10th 
anniversary of ˇr Alan’s Collation and 
Induction as Vicar.

This 
was preceded on the evening of ˇriday 
September 30th with a vigil of prayer. 
We were very pleased that the Bishop of 
London was able to be with us, as Celebrant 
and preacher at the High Mass on the 
Sunday morning and he got the Appeal off 

to a rousing start. We were also honoured 
with the presence of the new Lord Mayor 
of Westminster, Councillor Tim Joiner, 
a keen bellringer, who arrived at All 
Saints ‘hotfoot’ from ringing the bells at 
St Augustine’s, Kilburn. Traditionally, 
ˇoundation Sunday is the day on which 
we welcome to All Saints those of the 
ˇriends who are able to join us. Hopefully, 
some of them were able to be present this 
year on the transferred date. We are fully 
aware that, although we may not see our 
ˇriends as frequently as we might like, they 
nevertheless play a vital part in the life of 
All Saints. We would like to thank them 
and Mrs Juliet Windham, the Secretary, for 
their continuing support and prayers.

All Saints ˇestival was as usual a very 
busy and uplifting time for all concerned. 
The Vicar had as always gathered together 
a goodly collection of visiting preachers, 
whose enlightening sermons have been re-
produced in the Parish Paper. The setting 
of the Mass on All Saints Day was the 
completed Missa Omnium Sanctorum by 
Norman Caplin. Our thanks to all those, 
seen and unseen, who work so hard to make 
the ˇestival such a success, year after year.

During ˇestival week, there was a 
fascinating exhibition of material from 
the archives in the parish room. This 
was organised by Margaret Leggett and 
ˇrances O’Neil. One of the objects of the 
exhibition, apart from the obvious interest 
in All Saints past, was to try to identify as 
many of the people in the photographs as 
possible before the material is deposited in 
the Metropolitan archives. The exercise of 
identification was enjoyed by many, and 
considerable information was forthcoming. 
We thank Margaret and ˇrances, and hope 
that the exercise may be repeated at a 
future date.

In common with many other city centre 
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parishes, there is something of an exodus 
from All Saints during the Christmas 
period, but there are always enough of the 
regulars around to ensure that the ˇestive 
Season is celebrated in true All Saints 
fashion. It is always good to welcome the 
visitors who join us during the season.

The regular round of pre-Christmas 
Carol Services were held — The University 
of Westminster, The Wells Street ˇamily 
Court, and our own lunchtime carols, 
followed by mulled wine (thanks to 
Janet Drake), as well as Carol singing 
in the parish. In recent years, decorating 
the Christmas tree had been one of the 
things that Guy Pritchard did. ˇollowing 
his untimely death the task this year was 
carried out by John ˇorde, Craig Williams 
and Larry Markey — thank you all.

Unfortunately, by the time of the 
Midnight Mass, the Vicar was suffering 
from a cold, similar to the one which had 
attacked ˇr Gaskell previously, and so 
had to confine his activities to preaching. 
ˇr Aquilina and ˇr Rick stepped into the 
breach, to preserve the Vicar’s voice. It 
was good that David and John Welch were 
able to be present at the High Mass on 
Christmas Morning. They are missed by 
all their friends here at All Saints and we 
wish them well. As has become a tradition, 
Christmas cake, provided by ˇr Alan’s 
mother, was enjoyed after the High Mass 
on Christmas Morning.

It is encouraging that the numbers on 
Christmas Morning continue to increase. 
Numbers on New Year’s day and at the 
Epiphany Carol Service were reduced this 
year possibly as a result of industrial action 
on the Underground.

On Monday 30th January, the Bishop of 
London licensed ˇr Alan Moses as Priest-

in-Charge of The Annunciation, Marble 
Arch. It was fitting that All Saints was 
so well represented, as the Bishop used 
the occasion to present Dr Christopher 
Rawll with the Medal of St Mellitus, in 
recognition of all that he had done over the 
years, in various capacities, for the Diocese. 
Of course, much of Christopher’s work was 
based here at All Saints, and the Council 
wishes to re-iterate our thanks to him.

On Saturday 4th March The Cell of Our 
Lady of Walsingham and All Saints was 
host for a day entitled “Why Walsingham?”. 
Other Cells and Parishes were invited to join 
in the day, when the meaning of pilgrimage 
was explored, and a spiritual pilgrimage 
was made to Walsingham. All those who 
attended found the day very worth while. 
Thanks to those who organised the day and 
provided the catering.

People
All Saints is, as we all know, much more 
than a Church Building, and all that goes 
on within its walls, wonderful as the 
building is. It is the people associated 
with the place who complete the picture. 
It always has been so, but what a mixed 
bunch we are! So the rest of the report will 
be about the people.

Guy Pritchard
Although Guy Pritchard was a sometime 
sidesman and a member of the Parochial 
Church Council, it is as the person who 
looked after the Courtyard that most 
will wish to remember him. Although 
the original idea of a courtyard garden 
was Canon Hutt’s, Guy took to heart 
the responsibility of caring for it. In two 
successive years he won first prize in the 
appropriate section of the Westminster in 
Bloom Competition, and even though he 
was already seriously ill he won second 
prize this year. Guy cared deeply for the 
human race, as his work with the Samaritans 
showed and he will be sorely missed, not 
only here at All Saints but by all those who 
came into contact with him, both in his 
working life in the John Lewis Partnership, 
and through his voluntary work.

Michael Fleming
There are probably not many of the current 
congregation of All Saints who remember 
Michael ˇleming when he was Director 
of Music here, a period which spanned 
the final decade of the Choir School. In 
the years following his departure from 
All Saints he always maintained strong 
links with the place, despite a very busy 
schedule. ˇollowing his time at All Saints 
he went on to serve at four other churches, 
the last St Michael’s West Croydon, at the 
age of 70. As Dr Bramma wrote in his 
appreciation of Michael ˇleming in the 
ˇebruary Parish Paper, ‘All Saints has lost 
a great supporter and a faithful friend, and 
the wider church an outstanding musician 
who combined rare musical talent with a 
great sense of Christian discipleship’.

Fr Harry Williams CR was a curate here 
in the time of ˇr Cyril Tomkinson.

The Music Department
The Director of Music, Paul Brough, 
together with Andrew Arthur, our organ 
Scholar and the members of the choir 
continue to provide music of exceptional 
quality at all the varied services here at 
All Saints. As is inevitable, there have 
been several comings and goings during 
the year. Joe ˇort (organ Scholar 2004/5) 
left us at the end of August for pastures 
new. During his time here he arranged a 
series of organ recitals by young organists, 
on Sunday evenings, and these were 
thoroughly enjoyed by those who attended. 
His place as organ scholar has been taken 
by Simon Jacobs, and he has already made 
an impact. We said farewell to choristers 
Alex Pridgeon, Julian Smith and Andrew 
Westwood and welcomed Richard Smith 
and Dan Collins.

The Choir directed by Paul Brough re-
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leased a new CD ‘The English Rachmaninov’ 
featuring music by Rachmaninov and 
Walter Vale, and Andrew Arthur a CD of 
Bach Chorales, recorded not on our organ, 
but that of St Marylebone Parish Church. It 
is good that such recordings are made, as it 
ensures that the excellence we enjoy here is 
shared with a wider audience.

The Servers and ‘backstage 
volunteers’
Our loyal band of servers, ably led by 
Cedric Stephens, has increased in number 
this year. We welcome to their ranks, Alex 
Carbonell, Jeff Ezell, Julius Makoni, Jacob 
Phillips, and Alex ˇarrow (until Easter, 
when he returns home to the Channel 
Islands). In addition to all the ‘normal’ 
services, the servers often have to turn out 
at very short notice (funerals, weddings 
and special events). They also carry out 
many tasks backstage, unseen by most. 
All this they do cheerfully, giving freely 
of their time and doing their best to ensure 
that the Worship offered here at All Saints 
is of the highest standard.

Kate Burling, our sacristan, also works 
mainly behind the scenes, washing, ironing, 
and caring for the Vestments and Vessels 
to ensure that all goes smoothly. This year 
the work has involved many of the tasks 
previously carried out by Dr Rawll, but she 
has been assisted in many of these by the 
servers. In addition she continues to carry 
out the duties of Electoral Roll Officer with 
care and efficiency. We thank her for her 
work in both areas.

Many other tasks are carried out away 
from the spotlight, cleaning, polishing, 
sweeping, folding service sheets, the 
list is endless. To all those involved in 
these essential but unglamorous tasks we 
say thank you. In particular we would 
mention, Christine Auton, Elizabeth Coles, 

Dr Yvonne Craig, Chris Ellis, Pauline 
Makoni, Juliet Windham, Doris Sanders 
(Parish Paper Secretary), those who do 
the flowers, and Martin Cullingford who 
has the unenviable task of helping to keep 
the website up-to-date. Unfortunately, 
Mary Bishop, who for many years cleaned 
the votive candle stand and helped with 
Sunday Lunch, is unable to be with us very 
often, but we take this opportunity to wish 
her well and to thank her for all she has 
done in the past.

The ministry of welcome continues to be 
of the greatest importance. Those involved 
in Churchwatch continue to be in Church 
to answer questions, welcome visitors and 
perhaps deter those intent on mischief. Our 
Sidesmen, under the leadership of Keith 
Postance, are on hand on Sundays and 
other days to extend a welcome to those 
who enter the Church.

Martin Woolley continues to maintain 
the roster for readers at High Mass, 
and Jasmine Cullingford the roster of 
participants in the Offertory Procession.

The Parish Shop, where Christine 
Auton and her helpers sell a wide range of 
merchandise, is held in the Parish Room on 
Sunday mornings. Although a very useful 
generator of needed finance, the Shop 
plays a very important rôle in the ongoing 
social side of the life of All Saints.

The bar and the courtyard continue to 
be the focus of most social gatherings 
at All Saints. We would like to say a 
special thankyou to the Club Management 
Committee, Kate Hodgetts the Bar Steward 
and all those who serve behind the bar, 
provide the refreshments in the courtyard 
and serve Sunday Lunch, for looking after 
the needs of congregation and visitors 
alike.

All these facets of the life at All Saints 
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would be severely curtailed if it were not 
for the fact that so many people are willing 
to give so generously of their time and 
talents. There is always ‘room’ for more, 
and so please think carefully as to whether 
you could join in this vital ministry, tedious 
and unseen sometimes, but vital to the life 
of this place.

The Office
The work undertaken by the Parish Office 
is both diverse and extensive. In particular 
the Council would like to mention the work 
done by Dennis Davis, the Parish Admin-
istrator, especially in connection with the 
preparation of the Tax Reclaims from the 
Inland Revenue. Dennis is assisted by 
Mrs Anne Merritt, the Parish Secretary, 
and volunteers amongst whom are Chris 
Ellis, Rosemary Harris, Denzil ˇreeth, 
Priscilla Oakeshott and other members of 
the Church Watch team.

The death of Jill Horley earlier this year 
robbed the office of one of their most 
dedicated helpers.

The Churchwardens
Being Churchwarden at All Saints is almost 
a full time occupation in itself, but John 
and ˇrances manage to combine it very 
efficiently with their professional commit-
ments. Not only do Churchwardens have 
a very visible, public rôle to play in the 
life of any church, they are of necessity 
involved in many and diverse tasks behind 
the scenes. This is especially true here at 
All Saints, and the Restoration Project now 
underway involves a great deal of their 
time and effort. The Council is especially 
grateful to John and ˇrances for all their 
hard work on our behalf, and hope that they 
realise how much they are appreciated.

The Clergy
It was with great pleasure that we were  
able to congratulate ˇr Gaskell, in October, 
on the award of the Cross of St Augustine. 
This award is the gift of the Archbishop of 
Canterbury, and marks conspicuous service 
to the Church and the wider community. It 
is always very difficult to find different 
words each year to express our thanks and 
gratitude to Bishop Ambrose Weekes and 
Prebendary John Gaskell for the time which 
they give so freely to us. Both are Priests of 
wisdom, experience and understanding, 
and it is so easy to forget that they should 
by rights be taking life more easily.

We hope that they will accept a simple 
‘thankyou’.

ˇr Allen Shin and Clara were finally able 
to move into their new home in Oxford in 
September, and so on Sunday September 
11th we were able to say a formal farewell, 
and present them with a gift as a small 
thankyou to them for the considerable 
contribution they have made to the life of 
All Saints during their all too short stay 
with us. It is good that they are not too far 
away and that contact between us will be 
maintained.

ˇr John Rick III still continues to take 
a lively part in the life of All Saints when 
he is here in London and we thank him for 
that.

ˇr Aquilina and indeed all the Aquilina 
family are now very much part of the family 
here at All Saints. As we said last year, we 
are very lucky to have as our Assistant 
Priest, a person of such versatility as ˇr 
Ivan. His enthusiasm for life is infectious, 
and he has great care and concern for the 
members of the All Saints family.

So finally, what to say about the Vicar? 
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How he manages to fit in his work for 
USPG, be Area Dean and now Priest-in 
Charge of the Annunciation in addition 
to being Vicar of All Saints is amazing. 
Perhaps one of the most telling aspects 
of ˇr Alan’s understanding of what being 
the Vicar of All Saints entails, is the 
considerable time he makes available to 
visit the sick of his flock, no matter how 
far from W1 they are. Those on any of the 
formal Committees, both here and in the 
Deanery, know and appreciate that he is 
a very fair Chairman, always allowing all 
to have their say, but not ‘suffering fools 
gladly’. He exhibits great care and attention 
in his dealings with individuals and is very 
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Anglican worship — or even meetings.

That passage from Numbers represents 
a recurring theme in the life of the people 
of Israel after they have been liberated 
from slavery in Egypt. After the first flush 
of enthusiasm, they find freedom is hard 
going. ˇrom the hardships of the desert, 
they look back wistfully to the fleshpots of 
Egypt. Servitude was at least predictable 
and they were fed. Now, here they are in 
the wilderness, no food and water — only 
manna to eat — and they are clearly bored 
with that.

The Israelites have to discover in the 
wilderness that their calling is not simply 
to privilege — an easy life in the promised 
land. They are called to be God’s people, 
to live according to his Law. That means 
that they do not set the agenda or the 
itinerary.

That theme of vocation is found too 
in our passage from the Letter to the 
Ephesians:

“For by grace you have been saved 
through faith, and this is not your own 
doing; it is the gift of God — not the 
result of works, so that no one may 
boast. For we are what he has made us, 
created in Christ Jesus for good works, 
which God prepared beforehand to be 
our way of life.”

When we look around us here at All 
Saints, we cannot but be conscious of 
the gifts we have received from God, 
not least through the generosity of our 
forebears who built this place. But with 
gift comes call and responsibility. As most 
of you know, we are embarking on the 
next phase of the programme to restore 
this extraordinary building. In the almost 

11 years I have been here this is the third 
major appeal and I, let alone you, might 
feel justified in complaining to God: 
“Not another one”. However, the work 
which are committed to is a part of that 
calling which God has given, to share in 
his mission in this city. We have not been 
given this building solely for our own 
benefit; nor do we restore it for our own 
enjoyment.

“God so loved the world that he gave 
his only Son, so that everyone who 
believe in him may not perish but may 
have eternal life.”

The calling of the people of Israel 
is gradually revealed as not simply for 
themselves but for the salvation of all 
people. Our work here reflects that. God 
did not send his Son merely to save those 
who are like us.

Before I came to All Saints, a group of 
professional consultants did a report on 
the possibilities of making a major appeal. 
They concluded that in the divided state of 
the Church of England and of the parish, 
there was no point even trying. Well, in 
spite of those divisions, we have managed 
two successful appeals.

People often ask me how we have 
managed this, how indeed we still have 
a large congregation, when so many 
churches of our tradition are shrinking and 
so financially challenged that they could 
not even contemplate such an exercise.

I am convinced that the reason we 
have managed it is that All Saints has 
remained a “broad church”. It has never 
been a narrowly partisan and monochrome 
congregation. Its parish priests have not 
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been party men but figures of independent 
mind. All Saints is a place where people 
with different views can worship together. 
All Saints has always been loyal to the 
Church of England, and that involves a 
commitment to internal ecumenism. It is 
a place where there is room for those who 
go on pilgrimage to Walsingham — and 
even they are not a monochrome lot — and 
those who prefer a less exotic brand of 
catholic Christianity.

The divisions those consultants worried 
about have not gone away. The Church 
still argues about gender and now about 
sexuality. I do not know, anymore than the 
Archbishop of Canterbury knows, how all 
this will work out; whether our Church and 
Communion will hold together. But I am 
convinced that if we apply ourselves to the 
common task, then we might find a way 
through, but if we simply direct all our 
attention to arguments, then we will not. 
And God has given us a common calling 
and task.

Let me say just a little about the phase 
of the Appeal that we are launching today. 
The scale of the project means that we 
have to go outside the Parish and our 
circle of friends. This is another reason for 
avoiding the narrowly partisan. Religion 
gets a bad press these days for being at 
best negative, at worst dangerous.

If we are to appeal successfully to 
outside bodies and individuals, we are 
convinced that we must demonstrate our 
commitment as a congregation to this 
project; not simply in theory but with our 
money. Over the next few months, we will 
be working on material for approaches 
to potential outside donors. We need to 
be able to include in that a substantial 

sign of the parish’s commitment. So far, 
including £200,000 pledged by the All 
Saints ˇoundation, we have raised almost 
£400,000 — virtually all from internal 
sources. We have now reached that 
stage when we are asking you and other 
members of the extended family of All 
Saints to make a commitment, so that we 
can go to outside bodies and say, we have 
raised £x…

Next week we will be posting out, to 
everyone on our mailing list, information 
about the project and its costs, and about 
ways in which you can give. We hope that 
you will return your pledges in time for 
them to be presented at the altar on May 
7th.

Let me give you a piece of good news. 
The work on the brochure is being done by 
a firm called Wardour Communications 
— which has its offices in Ellesley Court 
behind the church. A couple of people from 
there are regular weekday worshippers and 
after I recruited one of them to the cause, 
the firm has undertaken not only to do the 
work but to fund it, and to produce further 
material for us of the professional standard 
required in an appeal to trusts and other 
outside bodies.

Another piece of good news is that, 
through our architect Colin Kerr, we have 
employed a consultant who specialises 
in the arcane mysteries of VAT on listed 
buildings and churches. As a result of 
that, it seems likely that we will be able 
to save something like £200,000 in this 
way. Indeed, since the latest budget which 
allows us to reclaim VAT on professional 
fees, it looks as if the news is even better. 
But don’t let these glad tidings dampen 
your enthusiasm for giving.
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ONE HUNDRED YEARS AGO

The issue of so-called “Faith Schools” 
is one which generates some heat and 
rather less light these days. There are to 
be several resolutions calling for their 
abolition at the annual conferences of 
the teaching unions this year. These 
gatherings always take place over the 
Easter weekend; a fact which I suspect 
reduces the number of Christian teachers 
in attendance. Nowadays, the opposition 
to Church schools comes largely from 
secularists.

100 years ago it came from the Non-
Conformists who were opposed to Anglican 
Schools. The new Liberal government, 
strongly influenced by the ˇree Churches 
who were much more a force in the land 
then than now, had introduced a bill to take 
over control of Church schools — many 
of which had been built by the Church of 
England at its own expense on the urgings 
of previous governments. The Bishop of 
London’s letter to his clergy summoning 
them and their people to resist this move 
was withering in its denunciation of what 
he saw as little better than legalised theft 
and was not impressed by the promises of 
“simple Bible teaching” to replace that of 
the Church. The Bishop was in fighting 
mood and called a mass meeting in the 
Albert Hall, as well as instructing his rural 
deans to organise meetings at a local level 
to explain to parents what was at stake.

The Vicar wrote:

“It is quite impossible to exaggerate the 
gravity of the present crisis in religious 
education. 1 am measuring my words 
when I say that in my judgement a more 
unjust Bill was never produced in the 

English Parliament, and that it is our 
duty to exhaust every legitimate means to 
prevent it passing into law.

“We will hope that it will not do so, at 
any rate in anything like its present shape, 
and it is never wise to predict what course 
of action duty may dictate in circumstances 
which may never happen.

“For my own part, however, I must 
frankly say that I do not regard obedience 
to an unjust law as of obligation upon 
the Christian conscience. I can conceive 
circumstances where resistance to the law 
might be the highest duty, but we hope 
such circumstances may not arise.

“From whatever point of view we regard 
it as a Bill that is simply odious — odious 
in its attack upon the Church which was 
the pioneer in the sphere of Education 
— odious in its miserable subserviences 
to the worst passions of religious hatred 
and petty spite — odious in its disdain of 
parental rights — odious in its demand that 
we shall be compelled to pay for a form of 
religion of which we gravely disapprove 
— and odious most of all in its profession 
of unctuous rectitude.”

Today, there are problems with the 
curriculum at a small number of academies 
sponsored by a fundamentalist Christian 
business man. In fact, a number of voices 
in the Church of England, including that 
of the Archbishop of Canterbury, have 
been raised against the teaching of what is 
known as “Creationism” as an alternative 
to Darwinism. This, as the Archbishop 
says, is simply misuse of the Bible.

There are worries too about schools 
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which are entirely Muslim. However, it is 
worth pointing out that Church of England 
schools are not “faith schools” in this 
sense.

They do not exist solely for Christian 
or Anglican children, but to serve the 
communities in which they are set.

A columnist in the Observer newspaper 
wrote recently that “you won’t find many 
non-white kids in Church of England 
schools”. All I can say is that he can’t have 
been in any of the schools in this diocese. 
I celebrated the weekly Mass at the 
Annunciation’s parish school, Hampden 
Gurney, a couple of weeks ago. In the 
schools in our deanery, 6 religions and 35 
nationalities is regarded as pretty normal. 
Our preparation for the Mass included 
working out with the choir which hymns 
and songs we were going to sing. At least 
one Muslim boy seemed perfectly happy 
suggesting his favourite Christian hymns.

In this diocese, many of our church 
schools are situated not in prosperous 
suburbs but areas of deprivation in the 
inner city. The demand for places at 
church schools means that the London 
Diocesan Board of Schools is opening 
new, particularly secondary ones.

Parents from other religions often seem 
to prefer to send their children to a Church 
school. They know that their faith will be 
treated with respect, rather than as one of 
many which are all wrong, except of course 
Christianity, which is more wrong than all 
of them. Swathes of the media seem to 
be dominated by people of this secularist 
mind-set. They are all too ready to recycle 
lazy myths about church schools. Perhaps 

it is time once again for Church people to 
stand up in defence of our schools.
